LWVNC LEGAL CHALLENGES

Two State issues continue to work their way through the NC Courts and Legislature. LWVNC is in a
leadership role, joining with other groups to challenge the outcomes on behalf of state voters.

Voting Rights

From the Southern Coalition for Social Justice
website, June 18:

"On the eve of trial in the legal challenge to North
Carolina’s oppressive Voter ID law, the General
Assembly has capitulated, voting overwhelmingly in both
houses to allow qualified voters who lack photo
identification to affirm their identities and exercise their
constitutional right to vote.

Our new LWVNC Co-President, Mary Klenz, writes that
they are now trying to determine our options going
forward, along with the other plaintiffs, the implications
of the changes, etc. Many thanks to our local members,
Bill & Judy Wilkes and Judith Scruggs, who traveled to
Sylva for the June 11 public hearing at the the Board of
Elections. Follow along on the Southern Coalition for
Social Justice website, www.southerncoalition.org, for
further developments.

On July 13%, the Federal Court in Winston-
Salem will begin hearing the voting rights
case against Governor McCrory and North
Carolina’s voter suppression law. There will be
a Voters Rights March and Rally in Winston-
Salem on that day. If you have any interest in

Redistricting

SUMMARY: After each Census, NC legislators re-draw the
district boundary lines for state House, state Senate, and US
Congressional seats so the population in each district is
roughly equal. But lawmakers in control of this redistricting
process also use it to draw lines to their party’s advantage.

PLAYERS & ISSUES: The maps drawn in 2011 by
Republican lawmakers are being challenged in state court by
Democracy NC, NAACP, League of Women Voters, A.
Philip Randolph Institute, and many individual voters. These
plaintiffs say the maps violate the Voting Rights Act and the
US and NC Constitutions because the maps:

» Reduce the influence of black voters by packing them into
a small number of districts.

P Create weirdly shaped districts that violate principles of
compactness, the “whole county rule,” and other redistricting
standards.

» Create unequal classes of voters: those living in split
precincts and those in whole precincts.

WHAT’S HAPPENED: A state trial court and the NC
Supreme Court ruled against the plaintiffs. But in April, the
US Supreme Court told the NC Supreme Court to reconsider
its decision in light of a ruling about a case from Alabama. In
the Alabama case, the US Supreme Court said mapmakers
created super-majority black districts using mechanical
formulas that violate the Voting Rights Act. The Act only
says black voters must have a fair chance to elect candidates
of their choice. Their candidates can win without super-
majority black districts (and they have in NC, through
coalition politics).

WHAT’S NEXT: The NC Supreme Court will hear the case
again on Aug. 31. It could reaffirm its earlier decision, send
the case to the trial court, or tell the legislature to redraw
heavily black districts. Attorneys will likely challenge the
maps in federal court, too. All this could take years to end.
