A bomb threat made against U.S.
Sen. Thom Tillis’ Hendersonville office
in the Historic Courthouse in Hender-
sonvillel Tuesday was unfounded, ac-
cording to police.

The threat was left in a voicemail.
Hendersonville Communications Man-
ager Allison Justus said she wasn’t giv-

en the time the voicemail was left, only
that it was on Tuesday morning. 

“My understanding is the county re-
ceived notification around 12:30 and
then notified the city of Henderson-
ville,” Justus said. “Shortly after, Chief
(Blair) Myhand arranged for officers to
be dispatched to begin the initial inves-
tigation.”

The threat was non-specific regard-
ing the bomb’s location, time or date.

Around 20 people were evacuated
from the courthouse while the Hender-
sonville Police Department and Hen-
derson County Sheriff’s Office Bomb
Squad investigated. The investigation
began at around 1 p.m. and the scene
was cleared by 3:10. 

“Sen. Tillis is grateful to the Hender-
sonville Police Department and Hen-
derson County Sheriff’s Office for their
quick response and dedicated profes-

sionalism to make sure everyone in the
area was safe,” Tills Spokeswoman Lau-
ren Scott said. 

City officials thanked the Hender-
sonville Police Department, Henderson
County Sheriff’s Office Bomb Squad,
Hendersonville Fire Department, Hen-
derson County Emergency Manage-
ment, county and city staff and the FBI
for their assistance. 

Bomb threat made to Sen. Tillis’ office unfounded

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Federal assistance has been ap-
proved for Transylvania, Buncombe and
Haywood counties under a major disas-
ter declaration issued Wednesday, Sept.
8, following weeks of local and state ad-
vocacy.

Funding is intended to supplement
recovery efforts from the damage sus-
tained from Tropical Storm Fred in mid-
August.

“Today we are thankful for the assis-
tance from our local, state, and federal
partners in advocating for the official di-
saster declaration for Transylvania
County and other counties in North Car-
olina,” Transylvania County Commis-
sion Chairman Jason Chappell said in a
news release.

“This declaration will assist in feder-
al funds and assistance for our commu-
nity as we attempt to rebuild from the
recent damaging floods of this past Au-
gust.”

Two types of assistance have been
approved, including individual assis-
tance and public assistance.

Individual assistance will be man-
aged on a case-by-case basis by FEMA
representatives and can include grants
and low cost loans depending on the in-
dividual circumstance. Individual as-
sistance is intended to help individuals
and business owners.

Public assistance will help repair
public assets such as public roads and
water/ sewer infrastructure damaged
by the storm.

Residents and business owners who
sustained losses in designated counties
to apply online at
https://www.disasterassistance.gov/
or by calling 1-800-621-FEMA (3362) or
1-800- 462-7585 (TTY) for the hearing
and speech impaired.

The toll-free telephone numbers will
operate from 7 a.m. to 9 p.m., seven days
a week.

Gov. Roy Cooper toured the damage
on Sept. 5 after issuing a request for the
major disaster declaration on Aug. 27.

“This federal disaster declaration will

help provide assistance for Western
North Carolina communities to rebuild
stronger and smarter, and I appreciate
the president’s approval of our request,”
Cooper said in a news release Sept. 8.
