​Possible budget increase for Vote 411 for primary - Patti Rogers. Patti requested additional funds for Vote411​
​for the upcoming primary. Her team met in December and suggested that we purchase 3 new large banners​
​for a total of 4 at a cost of $1107.75. A change of wording was approved for the banner from Nonpartisan​
​Voter Information to Nonpartisan Election Information. Two of these banners will be stationary at the former​
​Buzz location on Grove  St and at the Hendersonville YMCA. The other locations may be at Johnson Family​
​Farm, Trailside Brewing, the Unitarian Universalist Congregation and the Lutheran Church in Brevard. She​
​also requested $900  for advertising in local papers. Mary moved to approve the funding for the 3 new​
​banners and Myra seconded it. The board approved the purchase of the 3 new large banners with the new​
​wording. Patti also brought up funding for Vote 411 digital advertising for the general election. She was​
​advised to include that in the budget for the upcoming fiscal year.​
